13.A  Adjectives

13.A.1 Hard and Soft Stems

Just as some nouns are “born” masculine (skypHau), neuter (miaBo) or feminine (ku#ra), some adjectives are born
hard (n6B+, maTepécn+) while others are born soft (cpéau”+, mocaéau®+). In general, there are not very many
soft-stem adjectives, though their forms are spelled exactly as predicted.

There are a lot of adjectives whose stems end in a spelling-rule letter: the velars ‘k, r, x” and the hushers ‘i, 1, 4,
m’. Don’t accidentally write the wrong vowel letter after them (a very common mistake)!

To adjective stems (all ending in a consonant ) the following endings (beginning with vowel/) are added. Note
that while the endings themselves remain the same, the spelling varies depending on:

1) the quality of the final consonant of the stem (hard HéB+ vs. soft mociaénn®+); and

2) spelling rules (see Lesson 7 for review)

13.A.2 End-Stressed Adjectives: ILioxoii, Kaxéii
When the stress falls on the ending, al/l masculine adjectives take the ending -6ii. Here there are no spelling

variations. The spelling of the feminine and neuter adjectives will be -as and -de, respectively. (There are no soft
end-stressed adjectives.) Also, you cannot predict which adjectives will be end-stressed; ya gotta memorize it.

Note on all adjectives: Try not to confuse adjectival endings with the noun endings, especially the endings found
on possessives. Even though (Moii, mosi, Mo€) have an adjectival meaning, the endings are the same as for nouns.

13.A.3 Adjectives with BbI

If Lesson 8 we saw that with BeI a plural verb is used, whether you are addressing one person or 100 people:

] You (100 guys) mixed up everything.
Bsl BCE mepemnyTan.

You (one stupid professor) mixed up everything.

With adjectives, however, you must use a singular form when addressing just one person in BbI:

Brr (Bépa) 6uenn kpacriBasi. You (Vera) are very beautiful (attractive).

Brr (Bnagrimup) 6e€314pHEIiA. You (Viadmir) are talentless.

(When Bl is used to address more than one person, use a plural form of the adjective, which we will learn in
Lesson 15.)
