14.A.1 Meaning of IToT

The demonstrative 3ToT / 3T0 / 3Ta can be translated by several different (and seemingly contradictory) words in
English. For now, we’ll just look at one possible meaning. Often means 3ToT / 310 / 3Ta this noun here (or, as
some would say, this here noun) and is often contrasted with another noun (as seen in the dialogue).

Compare:
DEMONSTRATIVE 3TOT, 3TO, 3TA FROZEN JTO (here as an answer to Ymo 3mo?)
Jtor PIOK34K HOBBIN This (here) backpack is new. / 9710 HOBBIIA PIOK34K  This/That is a new backpack. /
Masc That (there) backpack is new. It’s a new backpack

JT10 miBO TEMIOE This (here) beer is warm. / JT0 TéMmIOE MABO This/That is warm beer. /

Neut That (there) beer is warm. It’s warm beer.

The phrases with the demonstrative strongly imply that another backpack / beer / pen exists (about which the
person will shortly comment), while the phrases with frozen 3To are complete sentences and don’t imply the
existence of another similar item.
