46.A  Asking / Stating Last Names (Family Names) and Patronymic

Back in Lesson 3 we learned how to ask/state a person’s first name: Kak (Bac / ero / eé / Teds1) 30ByT? / MeHsi
(ero / eé) 3oByT Cama To inquire specifically about a person’s /ast name use the phrase Kak (Bama / erd / eé /
TBOs1) pamituiuna? Note that the noun phrase appears in the Nominative (there’s nothing in the Accusative, as
there was when asking for a first name). The answer is simply Mosi / er6 / eé / nama pamins Eabuun /
HNBanos / JIxx6HCOH, etc.

Remember, ¢pamimma doesn’t mean family (which is cembsi in Russian), but family name.

We now know the 3 parts of a full Russian name:

46.6 Being Born (poau+...cs1) and Growing Up (Bbipoc / -na/ -nu)

Both be born and grow up are used almost exclusively in the Past Tense.

The verb poafi+...csi be born is a 2™-conjugation -u+ stem verb, with a somewhat strange stress pattern. Actually
patterns. This verb can be end-stressed in the Past, (which is probably the easiest thing to do). Or it can have
shzftmg stress in the Past (on the stem in all forms except the Feminine, where it is on the end). As such,

pozm+ .cs1 is the only 2™ conjugatlon verb that has (or can have) shifting stress in the Past. All other verbs with
shifting stress in the Past are 1*-conjugation.

The verb grow up is somewhat irregular, though in the Past it behaves like a standard Greasy Zeke verb. Note
that the stress is fixed on the prefix BbI-.

46.B Months

You don’t know how lucky you are with the names of the months in Russian. As you can see, they’re all
cognates. In several Slavic languages the months are native Slavic words, derived either from the name of a
particular tree that blossoms that month or some other hard to remember term.

Notes on the Months:

1) All the months are Masculine. Just keep mapt or aBrycr in mind and remember that all the months are the
same gender (so don’t get confused by the soft sign in ceHTsiIOpb, OKTAOPS, etc.).

2) Don’t capitalize the months in Russian. And don’t capitalize s1! (Some of you are still making this mistake!)

3) Stress: Note that the Spring and Summer months (MapT — aBrycr) are stem-stressed, while the Fall and
Winter months (ceHTsIOpb — dreBpab) are end-stressed.
