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48.A  Another 1%'-Conjugation Verb Type: A-Stems

We haven’t learned any new verb types in quite a while. Here’s a new one: a-stem verbs:

48.A.1 A-Stems: Past and Infinitive - Simple Addition; Present Tense — Mutation City!
There are 10-15 quite common verbs whose stem ends in -a+, three of which are in this lesson: nuca+ write,
ckasd+ say, tell, and ka3a+...cq appear, seem (which appears only in the 3™ singular). We also had miaaka+ cry in
a previous lesson. Remember, since they’re not -u+, -e+, or #Ka-?a+ verbs (which are the only types of 2"-
conjugation, guitar verbs), all a-stem verbs are I*'-conjugation (up-to-snuff).

The Past and Infinitive of a-stem verbs are formed via simple addition: V+C. We’ve seen this with ckazau,
miaakain, mucan. The Present Tense is a bit more problematic.

Present Tense
VM+V: Mutation Throughout; Possible Stress Shift

After the expected ¥+V truncation, there is CONSONANT MUTATION THROUGHOUT THE ENTIRE
PRESENT TENSE, not just in the si-form as we saw in Chapter 2 with -u+ stems (J11068+: 1106110 but JIOGHIIL)
and -e+ stems (BAJe+: BIZKY but BAIMIIB)).

Also, remember the rule that the ™ in 1™-conjugation verbs means shifting stress in the Past and not the Present
(kuB+ K, kund, ki) Well, a-stem verbs are an exception to this guideline: THE STRESS SHIFT TAKES
PLACE IN THE PRESENT and not the Past. Fortunately, the pattern is the same as with 2"-conjugation verb:
On the ending in the s-form, back to the stem everywhere else. As you can see from the above chart, stress in the
Past Tense is fixed on the a.

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The verb ka3a+..ca seem, appear is generally only used in the (Neuter) 3sg:

Present: Kdxkerest, uTo ... It seems that ... (Same mutation 3 > K as seen in cKa3a+);
Past: Kasamocw, 4To ... It seemed that ...

Here is an update of our mutation list. Notice that the mutations are the same for 1 and 2"'-conjugation.

That’s because there are no u-stem or e-
stem verbs whose final stem consonant is T.
