17.B  Some More Up-to-Snuff (1°-Conjugation) Verb Types

New verbs in this lesson:
Jymaii+ is another -aii+ verb. Ho hum.

Moii+ and Tanmyii+ are exactly like -aii+ verbs except there’s a different vowel before the “i’. Recall in Lesson
10 we had yyBeTBYIO celst, the present tense stem of which is 4yBeTBYii+, similar to Tanuyi+ Remember that
the stress mark appearing after the stem in moii+" indicates the stress is on the ending: mo1o, moémib, ... MOKOT.

What about meii+? There’s no vowel in this stem! It may seem a bit odd, but it adds the regular endings and
gives the expected forms anyway: mpif+{U} = mblo (because ii{U} is spelled ‘10’); mbii+{O }mb 2 mbémn
(#1{O} is spelled ‘€/e’). So, mpii+ is like an -aii+ verb but with a ‘b’ instead of an ‘a’ before the stem final ‘if’.
