30.A.1 Expressing the day of the week

To ask what day it is today, use the phrase Kakoii cerogns aenn? To respond, simply use the day of the week in
the Nominative:

— Kaxo6ii ceronns menn? What day is today?

— Ceréani cpena / BTOPHHK / BOCKpeCEéHbE, etc. Today is Wednesday / Tuesday / Sunday, etc.
To ask about tomorrow, ask Kakoii néub 6ymet (will be) 3apTpa? To answer, the day is also in Nominative:

— Kakoit néup Oyaet 3aBTpa?

— 3aptpa (0yzer) cy600Ta / IOHEAEIEHHK, etC. Tomorrow (will be) Saturday / Monday, etc.

Finally, to ask what day yesterday was, use Kakoii 1énb 6b11 Buepa? Note that the Past of 6b1+ is Masculine to
agree with the subject menn. Likewise, when answering this question, the Past of 6bI+ agrees in gender with the

day:

Buepa 6bL1 TOHEIENBHAK / BTOPHUK / 9eTBEPT.  Yesterday was Monday, Tuesday, Thursday.

Neuter

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30.A.2 Expressing on + day of the week

The question On what day(s)? can be either Koraa? or B kakoii nenn? or B kakne qgan? In these constructions
the preposition B is governing the Accusative. (Hey, we already know the Accusative Case. What a coincidence.)

Not surprisingly, to answer the question, use the prepostion B + the day in the Accusative:

DAY OF THE WEEK ‘ON...: B+ ACC
MTOHEIETHHIUK Monday B TTOHEICTHHUK on Monday
BTOPHUK Tuesday BO BTOPHHUK™ on Tuesday
cpena Wednesday B cpémy** on Wednesday
4eTBEPT Thursday B YETBEPT on Thursday
MIATHHUIIA Friday B MIATHHILY on Friday
cy000Ta Saturday B cy000TY on Saturday
BOCKPECEHBE Sunday B BOCKpec€Hbe™**  on Sunday

To ask what sport a person plays, use the phrase B kakie ciopTHBHBIE HT'PbI BBI HTPaeTe?

For now, avoid using the word cmopt (the usage is rather tricky).
