Earlier we saw the Past Tense forms of the verb die ymep, ymepJia, ymepJsmm. There is another verb, moru6aii+ //
noru6[uy]+, which also often appears as die, but which carries the meaning perish, die an unnatural death.
Russians really make this distinction, so be aware. It is really “wrong” to use ymepJa if the (female) person died
in a car crash. Some examples (with a few unfamiliar words, just to make things as clear as possible):

Most ipabadymka ymepJaad B IpOIIIIOM TOAY. My great-grandmother died last year.
Ero6 orén ymep ot paxa. His father died from cancer.
Bce er6 poicTBeHHUKY TaBHO YMeEPJIH. All his relatives died a long time ago.

BritnHa TéTs morn6ya B aBTOMOOUIBHON KaTacTpode. Vitya’s aunt died in a car crash.

MHUmvHEL pOJATETH MOTH0JIM Ha BOWHE. Misha’s parents died in the war.
Manzensintam nornd B marepe B Cubnpu. Mandel’shtam perished in a concentration camp in
Siberia.

Note that in the first example there is no need to specify precisely how your great-grandmother died. It is assumed
that it was of natural causes. It would not be “wrong” to say Ona moriéJia B mpouwiom roay, but you would
normally need to give some sort of further explanation.
