There are three persons expressed (in three different cases) with this verb phrase: 
 

1) Nominative кто (person who is jealous) 
2) Accusative когђ (opposite sex of nominative – the object of the subject’s affection) 
3) Dative к кому (same sex as nominative – the rival to the subject) 

 
Егђ женЌ ревнѓет егђ к своЎй лѓчшей подрѓге. His wife is jealous of him on account of her best 

friend. 

ВЌдик ревновЌл НатЌшу к ГлЎбу. Vadik was jealous of Natasha on account of Gleb. 

Ћна ревнѓет ВЌдика к однђй францѓзской актрЏсе. Yana is jealous of Vadik on account of a French 
actress.

 привЎт  greetings to [person] 
 
Russians are very big—bordering on fanatical—on passing along greetings.  Very often upon parting one person 
will ask another to “Say hello to [person]/Pass along greetings to [person]”.  To indicate from whom the greeting 
comes, you can optionally include от + genitive. 
 

ПривЎт МЌше! Say hello to Masha! 

ПривЎт твоЎй женЎ от менј! Say hello to your wife from me! 

ПривЎт твоЏм родЏтелям от нас всех. Tell your parents we all send our greetings. 
 
You can also include the imperative form передЌй/те (of the verb передЌть) with no change in meaning: 
 

ПередЌй от менј привЎт МЌрку! Tell Mark I said hello! 

ПередЌй всем привЎт от нас! Tell everyone we said hello! 
 
 
 пЌмятник  monument; statue  
 
Oddly, to say a monument of Pushkin, Tolstoy, (or, the Pushkin monument) etc., you put the name in the dative: 
 

Вы не знЌете, где нахђдится пЌмятник 
ДостоЎвскому? 

Do you happen to know where the Dostoevsky 
monument is (located)? 

Мне не нрЌвится нђвый пЌмятник Петрѓ ПЎрвому. I don’t like the new monument of Peter the Great. 

РЌньше во всех городЌх СовЎтского Соїз стојли 
пјматники ЛЎнину. 

There used to be monuments of Lenin in every city 
of the Soviet Union. 

 
Note, however:  СтЌтуя Свобђды the Statue of Liberty

To indicate that you are about to leave, heading out the door, use the past tense verb form пошёл (пошлЌ, 
пошлЏ) or поЎхал (поЎхала, поЎхали) or побежЌл (побежЌла, побежЌли):

Мы поЎхали! We’re leaving. 

Я побежЌла! Later, dude. 
 
Recall that this past tense form can also be used as a 1st-person plural imperative 
 

ПошлЏ! Let’s go. 

ПоЎхали! Let’s go. 

ПобежЌли! Let’s go.
