The subject of the exam (physics, math, Russian) is expressed with mo + dative.

Russian uses a single verb to indicate both take an exam and pass an exam: {cnaii+" / cnaBaii+} // cnatsb (irreg.)
sk3amen (mo + dative). The imperfective {cmaii+" / cmaBaii+} indicates only that the person took the exam; it
does not indicate whether the person actually passed. The perfective cnats implies that the person actually
passed (or successfully completed the exam where there is no official “passing grade,” e.g. SAT, MCAT).

(We saw this same imperfective = try, perfective = succeed with the verb moctymaii+ // mocrymii+, where the
imperfective means apply to an institution, while the perfective indicates successful application, i.e. enrolling.)
