HpI/IBéT greetings to [Person]

Russians are very big—bordering on fanatical—on passing along greetings. Very often upon parting one person
will ask another to “Say hello to [person]/Pass along greetings to [person]”. To indicate from whom the greeting
comes, you can optionally include ot + genitive.

[pusét Mamnre! Say hello to Masha!
[IpuBéT TBOEH WeHE OT MeH 4! Say hello to your wife from me!
[IpuBET TBOWIM POUTEISAM OT HAacC BCEX. Tell your parents we all send our greetings.

You can also include the imperative form nepexaii/te (of the verb mepeadrs) with no change in meaning:

Ilepenmaii oT MmeHS MpUBET MapKy! Tell Mark I said hello!
Ilepenmaii BceM MPUBET OT Hac! Tell everyone we said hello!
