Long form only
Agree with noun modified in case, number, gender

Always full -ca1

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The Meaning and Usage of Active Participles

* Active participles indicate what the subject was doing/is doing (did/does) (but not will be doing/will do) and
are equivalent to clauses with nominative koTépsriii (but don’t forget that the participle itself can be any case
— depending on the case of the modified noun). As a result, when translating you can “resurrect” the
that/who/which of the xotopsrIii clause.

* Participles assign the same case on the noun complement (or take the same prepositional phrase) as the verbs
from which they are derived.

* Can be “pre-posed” in front of noun, even as an entire phrase (examples 3-4 and 7-8 below)

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Passive Participles

The Form of Passive Participles — General Characteristics

*  Passive participles exist in both short-form (in predicate position only — not equivalent to accusative
KoTOPBIii clause) and long-form (normally nof in predicate position — equivalent to accusative koTOpbIi
clause).

* Agree with noun modified in case, number, gender.

*  Only from transitive verbs (that take an accusative object).

* Use present tense MpI-form (and add full CNG *  From perfective (transitive) verbs only

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The Meaning and Usage of Passive Participles

* Passive participles indicate what happened/is happening to the subject (but not will be happening/will
happen).
*  Short-form passive participles are derived from “bare” active sentences (without any xotopstii clause); long-

form passive participles are equivalent to accusative koTopsIii clauses. Thus, with long-form passive
participles, you can “resurrect” the who/which/that corresponding to the accusative KOTOpHIIA.

* The subject of the “original” active sentence may appear in the passive sentence — in the instrumental.

* Can be “pre-posed” in front of noun, even as an entire phrase.

Present Passive Perfective Past Passive
* Sometimes correspond to adjectives in -able/-ible *  Often correspond to English verbal forms in -ed
(He3alObIBaeMBIH unforgettable) (o6ManyTEIH deceived) or in -en (3a0BIT forgotten)
