To express either time of the day or year (both of which are divided into four parts in Russian) use the
instrumental:

58.6 Moxanywn Probably; | suppose ( # MNoxanyucTa)

Russians love to stick in the particle (not participle) moxanyii (not moxxanyiicra) to express the opinion probably,
1 suppose, it is most likely, in fact. Tloxamyii can appear in just about any position in the sentence (though if you
looked hard enough, there’s probably some place it can’t go). Some examples with moxkanyii:
